There is ample free time 

to mingle with the island life that surrounds us: the bay full of dolphins, the waves 

breaking open on black lava rock, the coral reef, and the sacred land threaded with the 

burial caves of the ancestors. The retreat culminates in a "mysterium": a exploration 

beyond ordinary words that spans poetry and music, night and day, sound and silence, 

waking and sleeping, aloneness and communion...

At this pivotal moment in history, there is a paradoxical urgency to slowing 

down, focusing on what matters most, looking into each other’s eyes, and speaking the 

truth. Please join us as we call on the ancient power of poetry and music to awaken and 

heal ourselves and the world around us.
